The Kingdom of God 

Vocabulary 
Kingdom: a country, state, or territory ruled 

by a king or queen. A land that is  under the 

control of a particular person or thing. 

1. Holy Spirit: (in Christianity) the third person 

of the Trinity; God’s spirit active in the world. 
Impact: a marked effect or influence. 

2. Parables: a short story(an allegory) designed 

to illustrate or teach some truth, religious 

principle, or moral lesson 

3. Allegory: a story, poem, or picture that can 

be interpreted to reveal a hidden meaning, 

typically a moral or political one. 
Symbols: a thing that represents or stands 

for something else, especially a material 

object representing something abstract, that 

you can’t see/touch. 

Courageous advocates standing up for 

those who cannot stand up for themselves. 

1. Feast or banquet: a large celebration meal; 

an elaborate and formal meal for many 

people. 

1. Priest: an ordained, specially chosen 

minister or person of the Church, who is 

allowed to perform certain rituals and carry 

out certain ceremonies.  
Tenants: a person who occupies land or 

property rented from a landlord. 

Vineyard: a plantation of grapevines, 

typically producing grapes used in 

winemaking.
